sound universal society. It is regional in expression but
universal in spirit. It is an applied side of PROUT.

Q. 3 Why Samaj movement ?

Ans

A sound human society or cosmic brotherhood cannot be

established unless the vast sacio-economic disparity Is
bridged up. In order to bridge up the vast socio-econo
mic disparity there is the need of regional or compart-
mental plann'ng. Soundness of health depends on the
soundness of each part of the body. An uneven field
can produce better yield only when it is plotted
suitably (on the basis of lithospherical condition )
and irrigated and manured according to their needs.
Otherwise, all water, seeds ‘and manure will be drained
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out in the direction of low land only, which will result into un-
healthy growth and render the field uneconomic. Similarly a
prosperous world fraternity (cosmic brotherhood) can not be vis-
ualised unless the socially, economically and culturally heterogen-
ous society is reorganised and replanned on the basts of same
ethnic groups, same tradition and culture. Similar economic pro-
blems, and similar economic potentialities. 1t is with this end in
view i. e. the regional or compartmental development which will
finally h2Ip in the formation of one integrated sound human so-
ciety that the Samaj movement is launched. Hence, Samaj move-

ment is the need of the day.
