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“With the progress of time, the colour of casteism, pro-
vincialism, communalism or nationalism keeps on fading.
Modern people should realise that in near future they will
have to adopt universalism. So, the well-wishers of society
will have to mobilise all their might and intellect in organis-
ing world federation.”

“National interests alone are not the only hurdle in the
formation of a world body ......the real cause lies in the fear
of the local (national) leaders losing their leadership. On the
establishment of the world federation the powerful influence
they enjoy today in different countries, societies and in - the
national life will, no longer exist.”

For the world federation, Shri Anandamurtiji conceives
of “two councils which may be formed for an unspecified
period. The lower council will comprise representatives
from the different parts of the world, elected on the basis of
population, while the upper council members will be elected
-countrywise. This arrangement will benefit smaller countries.

“The upper council can not adopt any resolution unless
it has already becn passed by the lower council; but it will
enjoy the privilege of disallowing the principles adopted by
the lower council.”

“In the first stage this world federation may act only
as 4 law making institution. This world federation will be
vested with the framing rights of implementation or non-
implenientation of any particular law (act) in any particular
region. In the beginning when the world federation is
being established, governments of different countries had
conly administrative power. Being deprived of law making
rights, it will not be an easy affair for any government to
oppress linguistic, religious or political minorities (as it is.
hkappening in India).”

“With further mechanisation supremacy of mankind
-over space and time will gradually increase. So, the neces-
sity of having a world federation will also be felt by every
human being in his heart.”
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“In spite of the fact that all languages of this world
stand on an equal footing in respect of position, men will
have to select, a common language for convenient exchange
of thoughts between people of different parts of the globe.
Only that language, which has its use everywhere in the
world, has to,be accepted open - heartedly as the lingu franca
of the world. (Obviously, English is such a language today
though it may change after some years when another
language becomes more popular than English).”

“Tt will not be necessary to adopt the script of the inter-
national language as the international script in any parti-
cular age. Rather, only that script which will' be considered
the most scientific in that period will be recognised as the-
international script (as Roman today) and the study of then
international language will be carried o in that script.”

The world federation will work successfully only on the
basis of Cosmic sentiment and according to Shri Ananda-
murtiji, “the inspiration of Cosmic sentiment will depend
upon certain objective physical problems. which must be-
solved on a collective humanitarian basis.”

“In the relative objective sphere the following few
fundamental problems must be attempted and solved.
These are : 1. Common philosophy of life 2. Same
constitutional structure 3. Common pénal code, and 4.
Availability (Production, Supply, Purchasing capacity) of
minimum essentialities of life.”

Nation

What is nation ? Some say the people of a country
form a nation, some say, it depends on language. Some
others say the foundation of a nation depends on one, or
more than one factor from amongst the following — similar
traditions, racial similarity, veligious similarity, similar
manners and customs and modes living. Shri Ananda--
murtiji  says “But practical experience does not attach.
aay special importance to these factors.” He then gives:
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numerous instances from history, to prove his point. (Read’’
kis book “To The Patriot” for detailed knowledge.)

~ “Inreality a kind of sentiment created directly or in-
directly on the basis of one or more factors like country.
language, religion etc, plays a vital role in forming a nation.
The factors themselves are insignificant. Tt is sentiment and
nothing else that creates a nation.”

This sentiment one sees during the invasion of India
by the Aryans. India was divided into two nations on the
basis of two sentiments, one of the Aryaus and the other
of the defeated non-Aryans. Slowly these sentiments dis-
appeared but again the country was divided into two nations,
one based on the Buddhist sentiment and the other on
anti-Buddhist sentiment. The Muslim occupation of the
country created a new nation based on} muslim sentiment.
Similarly the anti-muslim sentiment created another nation.
These two nations disappeared with the arrival of the
Britishers. Those who favoured the Britishsers constituted a
nation. Slowly another nation came into being following a
strong oppostion to the Britishers. The anti-British senti-
ment grew strong creating a new nation. This sentiment
would have helped to turn whole of India into a powerful
pation but the leaders of the freedom struggle made

blunders.

Shri  Ananddmurtiji says, “When as a result of anti-
British sentiment the Indian nation was formed in {9th
century, the then leaders of India should have started
struggle for economic freedom instead of launching a politi-
cal movement. All the Indians would have fought -together
in this economic struggle, there being no Hindu, Muslim
Punjabi and Marathi feelings (which the political movemen
created). ;

Economic struggle wouid have helped to create what
is Shri Anandamurtiji describes as “anti-cxploitation senti-
ment.” “This sentiment would bave made the Indians.

stronger.”
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“The economic struggle could not have remained con-
fined. to British exploitation but it would have extended to
the Indian exploiteers (social, economic and psychological).
“When the British would have marked that their exploitation
was not continued, they would have been compelled to give
political independence to India and with the political inde-
pendence exploitation by the local people would also have
come to an end. Bui the Hindu and Muslim leaders came
from the bourgeois group and so they did not like it. They
wanted liberty keeping capitalism (social, economic, psycho-
logical etc.) alive. IT IS FOR THIS REASON THAT THEY
ACCEPTED THE POLITICAL INDEPENDENCE OF
-DIVIDED INDIA.”

There were two more reasons why these leaders did not
want economic independence. “They might not have proved
suitable leaders for economic independence. Specially the
struggle for economic independence might lead to mass
revolution and bloodshed at any time.  And there is every
possibility of appearance of young leaders from among the
revolutionaries. The leaders did not Jike it. They tried
the check the ghastly revolution by preaching the theory of
non-violence.”

“Most of the leaders had grown old in the course of
political struggle. Possibily they thought that if they
started to fight for economic independence afresh and if
the fight lasted long, the chance of controlling Govern-
ment would not come to ithem. PERHAPS WITH THIS
IDEA IN VIEW THEY GAVE THEIR CONSENT TO A
HEINOUS CRIME LIKE THE PARTITION OF INDIA.”

“With the departure of the British from India i.e. that
with the death of the anti-British sentiment, 4 new sentiment
should have been created, but the Indian leaders did . not
do so. The Pakistani leaders did so to some extent (by
creating anti-Hindu and anti-India sentiment).”’

The main cause of our national problems is that we
- do not have any sentiment to bind us together. The Govern-

ment has failed to create it since 1947. What should be
done now ? Shri Anandamurtiji says.

“Most of the people of India are poverty stricken.
They want to get rid of exploitation. Political independence
has no value for them, if it cannot give them economic
independence. ...... If an anti-exploitation sentiment is
created among the poverty stricken masses of India, not
only a strong nation or multination unit will be formed,
but this nation or muitinational unit will continue with due
solidarity for a2 long time.”.

“Those who think that Bhoodan or Sarvodaya move-
ment is also fight against exploitation are mistaken. This
movement rather aveids the anti-exploitation movement very
carefully. Jt will be advantageous to the exploiteers as by
this the fighting spirit of the people is suppressed tactfully.”

“This aunti-exploitation sentiment will unite not ouly
India but also Pakistan and each of the backward poor
countries of South-East Asia.”

According to Shri Anandamurtiji, the anti-cxploitation
sentiment can not be the permanent basis of a nation
or the world nation. “As soon as administrative power
comes into the hands of moralists, exploitation will cease io
exist.”” What will then happen.? THEN THE SENTIMENT
OF SPIRTTUAL INHERITANCE AND COSMIC IDEO-
LOGY WILL KEEP MAN UNITED.”

“It is true that this spiritual sentiment will not be help-
ful in the formation of a nation inside any country, but it
will definitely form the entire planetary world and even the
universe into a nation  Then there will be only one nation
a world nation.”

“Today human beings to whatever country they may
belong should on the one side propagate the anti-exploitation
{exploitation  does not mean exploitation in economic
sphere only, it includes all shorts of exploitation) sentiment
and form a strong nation in their respective countries, and
one the other side should preach the theory of one spiritual
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- Inheritance that every living being is the son of the Supreme
Father and that all the men of all the nations belong to the
same family,”

Education

“In respect of acquisition of knowledge, discipline and’
united efforts in social life, whatever be taught are certainly
the sole care of none but the teachers themselves. Much of
the responsibility in respect of moral and spiritual must,
however, develop on the parents.”

“The entire society shall have to be responsible for-
grooming the children of the unrighteous and depraved
parents into virtuously inclined honest citizens... In possible
cases, such children should be segregated from the vicious.
parental environment.”

€

‘Scrupulous  ihoroughness must be the first criterion in
the selcction of a teacher. Teachers must have such qualities.
as strength of character, righteousness, social service, unselfi--
shness, personality and leadership.”

“The men who determine the educational policies are
motived by their political affiliations, most of them perhaps.
having not a jot of experience in the educational line. Soif
the teachers are made to bear even the least responsibility ¢f
shaping ideal men, then, they must also be given the right
of being the makers of the educational policies.”

“It would not do to impart education by bullying. Thirst
for the knowledge must bs awakened and to quench that
thirst adequate and proper education must be imparted along
with it. Then alone with the education be worthwhile and
conductive to the wellbeing of students’ body, mind and’
ideal.”

“The youth mind, however, is somewhat realisticaily
inclined. Therefore in his case pure idealism will not be-
well enough. Tn order to educate him, a mixture of idealism
and realism will have to be evoived.”’
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“When the exponents of educational systemi are
‘possessed by the ghosts of hypersensitive nationalism, they,
often in he name of national characteristics, try to keep the
indigenous students segregated from the right of the world.
It must always be borne in mind that the ties that afforded
opportunities of mutual contact and understanding between
man and man should {never be broken but should be made
stronger, for herein lies the seed of collective welfare.”’

“If the student takes to his studies through the media
of the aforesaid two languages—English and his mother
tongue—or if he can awaken his thirst for knowledge thereby,
ithen, in no time impelled by his own urge, he may learn why
-one or other three, but ten or twenty other languages also.”

“A global language for global humanity for purpose of
-mutual exchange of ideas isa necessity and that language
:must be learnt and taught in all the countries through out
-the world with equal stress and seriousness. From the stand-
point of popularity, comprehensibility and power of cxpres-

sion, English is fit for unanimous acceptance as the global
.language in the present world.”

““Excessive political bent of mind (this quality they learn
mostly from their teachers’ party politics) of the students is
~the principal cause of indiscipline among them. Other

causes are neglizible and are dependent on the ommissions
and commissions of the social structure.”

“After a through grasp of the students’ psychology the
sense of discipline will have to be infused into their minds-
_through the medium of proper education.”

“That is why I call literateurs the teachers of society.-
If these teachers be alive to their responsibility, then in
spite of the adverse home or education, the children may
be retrieved form their worng path ... biographiés of great
- personages can give inspirations to the child’s mind if they
are written 1n an easy and attractive language.” .

Shri Anandamurtiji believes the f4ns shown today have,
t tor the youth the more drawbacks than the benefits. He says,
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“Giving complete freedom and opportunity to experienced....
director to make benevolent motion-pictures does not yield a.
bad result, rathes it can provide pleasure and education at
the same time. This fact is fully substantiated by a motion
picture produced by the west Bengal Government some time

ago.”
Social Justice

“If ever any physical, mental, social, moral or spiritual
inertia be discernible in any particular sphere of life, itis.
incumbent on the rest of the members of society to extermi-
nate that inertness with all the sweetness of their hearts.”

“In individual life purity is equally necessary for both
men and women, and to justify that necessity real spiritual
vision is necessary. But the vindication of this necessity is
impossible so long as injustice to either of the two sexes.

exists.”’

Referring to the exploitation of women in the name of”
religion and rituals, Shri Anandamurtiji says, “What I mean
to say is that those who take advantage of one’s {woman’s)
simplicity and ignorance are veritabe demons in the garb of”
men and those who deceive one (woman) by taking advan-
tage of one’s emotions, inspired by the ideal of self-control,
are even worse than demons.”

“Freedom for weomen is good but that does not mean
that willfulness or waywardness in the name of freedom, will
be given indulgence to. Waywardness, beit on the part of’
men or women, can break the society into pieces in a short
time.”

Shri Anandamurtiji favours patri-lineal order in society"
but says. “Ofcourse at the time of framing the rights or
women special care and precaution must be taken so that for
the sake of patri-lineal system nothing should be so framed:
as will render women servile to her brother or brother in Law~

for own livelihood.”
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“In other words, after having recognised the women’s -
rights of life long enjoyment of income and properties on the
basis of equality the Law of Inheritance will be based on the.
parti-lineal line.”

“The dowry system is another glaring example of sociat
injustice..... the dowry system has two main causes, the first
being the economic and the second being the unbalanced pro-
portion of men to women. Economically, with the decreasing
dependence of women on men as well as that of men on
women in some particular countries, the severity of dowry
system will not remain as it is today.”’

“But for the rapid fulfillment of this task it is essential
to cultivate high ideals amongst our young men and women.
Our boys and girls are not like cereals, salt and ruminants
that they should be bargained in the market.”

Shri Anandamurtiji considers free mixing of men and
WOImSH Without 5¢if coniiol Lad but he aiso believes that the
absence of intermixing begets, just as other wants and cravy-
ings do, “a supressed hunger ——— a particular yearning or
inquisitiveness.”

“In other words attempts are made for illicit contact
which ultimately gets to the level of impurity.”

“Hence with the recognition of the freedom. of the two
sexes, a well-judged cod of self-control will also have to be
tagged on to their mutual mixing.”

Talking about the injustice meted out to the lliterate
persons, Shri Anandamurtiji says, “The man who has known
much by ear and through studies should all the more remem-
ber at the time of associating with some one that the one he
is talking with, may also command for greater knowledge
than him in certain other matters.

Therefore, a city bred Sahib should not look down upon ¢ -
farmer, who may be illiterate but who knows. much more than .
the Sahib in the matter of agriculture..

“Educated is he who has learnt much, remembered niuch
“and made use of them in practical life. His virtues shall T
call by the name of education™.

“In my opinion those who take refined behaviour to bs
" the criterion of education commit a great mistake, for the
-identity of man is not limited to his demeanour alone but it
- is reflected in his pervasive large-heartedness.”

. “To give a refined look to everything is civilisation and
s civilisation is very intimately connected with education. But
-if, by going to give a refined look to a thing of necessity

dissembling or acting becomes the chief refrain or antic, cer-
tainly that cannot be civisation or education.”

“In every sphere of life—social, economic, mental and

spiritual-—to make man conscious of his right is what I call the

expansion of knowledge and the application -of these rights,
the cultivation of science.

through his intellect as much as one wants if the thing is
unlimited in quantity but one cannot be allowed to use intel-
lect to earn in that manner earthly resources such as houses,
lands, food, clothing and money etc. which are limited in
guantity. “If you grab them by dint of your intellect (as the
Capitalist claim to be doing), will it not amount to depriving
hundreds of thousands of people of their bare necessities ?

“You may certainly earn by dint of vour intellect but
that earning must be such as is necessary for the up-keep of
vour family and sufficient for contingency fund to see you
through bad weather—not a piece more.”

“Any two things of the world are not alike. So I don’t
suggest to re-cast everything into one mould. Still for the
sake of humanism, for the sake of fair justice, equitable dis-
tribution of resources of the universe is indispensable and co-
ownership of the world resources is the birth-right of every
individual.”
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“Frankly speaking, ascribing someone’s suffering (in the
world) to one’s past misdeeds is nothing but a morbid
mentality of the vested interest, for the very admission
thereof as the resultant of social ill or incongruity involves
their own individual responsibilities.”

Shri Anandamurtiji says that ‘“‘after paying every mas
the minimum salary ~adequate for the maintenance of the
family, twenty or twenty five rupees be paid to some per-
sons according to their special abilities and the nature of
their respective responsibilities.” It means that while every
person should be guaranteed minimum necesities of life,
like food, clothing, housing, education and medical facilities
as required in a particular period or age, and special
amenities provided to him according to bis capability to
serve society. For example, a doctor should be given a car
as a special amepity so that he may serve society in 2

betier way.

“This will provide opportunities to impart proper jus-
tice according to a man’s ability and sense of responsibility,
s¢__....only those that are imaginative and whose minds have
quite a fund of sortness are amenable to Satyagraha or
human appeal, This kind of appeal dose not carry very much
weight with the frigid mind. To make such mind as these
responsive, it is and shall always be necessary to hit them
extremel hard.

«“Those who depend solely on man‘s magnanimity and
take recourse to human appeal (as the followers of Gandhiji
and Bhoodan movement seek to do) alone as their sole stock-
in-trade must fail. Those who want to effect a change of
heart without any planned expedient or rectify character with,
out any moral or ideal basis but try to establish universal
equality or social parity by dint of Law or boyonet

shall alone also fail.”

“Man has got to pick out such a path where, whatever
the condition, there shall not be any dearth of the sense of
humanism or human appeal. Over and above this there shali
also be scope for crude force as well as any other force per

_ “Those who proceed to build a benevolent society with-

-out having undergone a meticulous self preparation and self
discipline themselves will bring about not only their own
aoﬂz?: but they will lead the whole mankind to disaster as
well.””

“Those who will choosen the middle path between mora-
lism and the cult of force as field of their work are also
doomed to failure in the end if they lack in the (Sadhana
practice) of killing the germs of meaness in minds. These
middle wayfarers will also ultimately identify themselves with
the votaries of violence.”

. “Poverty exists as much in the so-calied labourious as in
so-called intellectual. We cannot give any greater importance
to the problem of one at the cost of the other. While going to
solve the problems of a man, we shall pre-assess his finan-
cial and mental wants and than go forward to belp him with
humanistic mind and love.”

.+ “The world belongs to the toiling masses—— if thismaxi-
mum be accepted as the last word, it will amount to denial
of intellectual labour or to an attempt at deliberately side-
tracking it in spite of our mental appreciation of its value.”

“This T have already said and I say it again that 75 per
cent of the troubles that over the human society is due to
want of justice on the part of one man for the another.”

Quotations have been drawn from the lectures of Shri
Anandamurtiji and his popular books like Human Society,
Idea and Ideology, Elementary Philosophy of Ananda Marga,
Ananda Sutram, Problems of the Day, A Guide to Human
Conductt, Abhimata and To the Patriots. The readers are
advised to read these books and the lectures compiled in
books titled Subhasita Samgraha to know the ideals and
philosophy of Shri Ananda Murtiji in detail.
