Sthula : Since human longing is trifarious-physical, mental, and
spiritual, man cannot be satisfied with the plethora of physical objects, he
must acquire subtler wealths as well. He wants not only pbysical food but
yearns for mental peace also. Here is the difference between man and
animal. Hence in the second principle of PROUT, three kinds of wealth
have been mentioned. Mundane potentiality stands for all the created
beings. Ether, air, fire, liquid and solid-which constitute the material world
will have to be utilised to the maximum. It has been written in the Ananda
Sutram, “The development of the resources, hidden in the five fundamental
elements, viz, solid, liquid, luminous, aerial and etherial shall be accompli-
shed only through the medium of cent percent honest use and efforts.”
Man will have to find out his requisite materials from land, water and
space.

Supramundane : Supramundane denotes all things which are above
mundane. The mind, which is beyond the world of the five rudimental
factors, contains in it various kinds of wealth at its different strata, is
chiefly instrumental for ensuring the utilisation of the physical world. It is
the human mind that has discovered the law of gravitation, theory of
relativity, planes, sputniks and rockets and so on and so forth. In the vast
realm of human mind so much of wealth lies hidden and all that has to
be utilised for promoting welfare of the mankind. The modern psycho-
analysts have discovered the phenomena of telepathy, clairvoyance, precog-
nition etc., by opening the door of the vast psychic world. These all be-
long to the subliminal stratum of human mind. -

The parapsychologists have proved that most people are inherent-
ly endowed with this faculty even from their birth. The general run of the -
students of Duke University, on test, have been found to have possessed
these powers one in every five. Butin absence of proper culture these
powers would fade away. In the interest of the humanity these powers
should, therefore, be cultivated and developed. In fact, man has inherited
them all from Cosmic Intelligence as human mind is just a stage in the
evolutionary march of Cosmic Mind towands the Supreme Consciousness,
from the stage of its maximum crudification. The degree of one’s intellect
and intelligence is dependent directly upon that of density of Cosmic
Intelligence reflecled on the human mental plate.

Spiritual Potentiality : Spiritual potentiality impiles Cosmic Vibra-
tions. The spiritual waves. permeating the whole universe will have to
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be utilised for satisfying the spiritual longing of man and the scientific

spiritual practices are to be resorted to for converting the gross human )
personality into 4 subtler one.

Carampayoga:-“Upayoga” means utilisation. ‘The word utilisation
owes its origin to the word utility. In economy utility means the capacity
of a commodity to satisfy the human wants. We quench ourthirst by
water.The capacity of water to quench thirst is its utility. Similarly everything
of the universe has got some utility. Again one single object may have the
utility in more than one way. Thus the term utilisation connotes the object of
- having utility should be made fit for human use and consumption. According

to Prout there should be maximum utilisation of every object of the universe.
Through maximum utilisation it would be easier to solve many problems of
the system of production specially to satisfy some of the human wants. We
* believe that there would have been no problem if the limited wealth were
accompanied by the unlimited human wants. But the problems get com-
plicated when the people try to satisfy their infinite wants by finite resources.
In such a situation non-utilisation of any object will inevitably aggravate
the problems. While the solution of economic problem is imperative the
non-utilisation and mis-utilisation of the physical wealth are. equally cri-

minal. There would be proper and maximum utilisation of every object
_of humanity. '

Vicar Samarthita vantana :—The problems of under production
being solved by the proper utilisation of wealth, do not necessarily lead to
€Conomic prosperity. Side by side there should be provisions for rational
distribution also. Distribution of a commodity or commodities should be

on rational basis, that is it should be according to rational necessity. Keeping

in view that the commodity thus provided for must be of maximum
utilisation for the person and by the

person who keeps it for h's personal
or social use.

_Prout emphatically assures this opportuniiy for one and all, more over
it will always crezte a favourable climate for encour i
One thing has to be borne in mind that before

to a few, proper arrangements for minimum necessities of life for masses

should get precedence. But here a pertinent question may arise that the
granting of special amenitieg may tend to create a guif between man and
man. But Prout in this .also wiil devise certain safeguards as for example
the gulf between special amenities and minimum necessitics should be

A cycle for
e scientist and other
attempting at the same

instance, if provided as the minimum  necessity by th
intellectuals should be provided with automobiles,
time to provide the common people with automobiles. The moment the gap
is to be, created afresh by giving special amenities to the experts and speci-
alists and this will endlessly follow. The same method eof rational distri-
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bution has got to be applied in the subtle and casual spheres as well.
Though each and every human beingis endowed with infinite spiritual
potentialities, nevertheless everyone cannot manifest his entire potentialitics
all in the same degree and at the same time. Hence they should be made to
possess the maximum wealth of subtle and spiritual world within their
reach. This task can be accomplished by those only who have attained a
high degree of spiritual power and who have the wisdom to understand
- the subtle spiritual requirements of their fellow being. The man has to

utilise and distribute the mundane, supramundane and spiritual poten-
tialities of the entire universe for eternity.

Vyastisamastishariiramanasadhyatmika sumbhavanayam
caramopayogashca ( Ananda sutram)

Vyasti Samasti-——The individual and the collectivity is a contro-
versial issue in the social and economic spheres. Those who attach all
importance to individuals alone are all out to establish individualism
to the utter exclusion of the collective iaterest. According to their
doctrine, it is the individual who knows well where his welfare lies. that
is why he must be liberated from all bondages. All his efforts will be
directed towards the sole purposc of complete fulfiiment of his indivi-
dual end. Those who differ contend that it is the collectivity that alone
matters. The individual has to be sacrificed for the collectivity that
since not the individual interest but the collective welfare and advance-
ment constitute the keynote of the social endeavour.

Buf in reality the individual and the collectivity are inseparably
connected. The propounder of PROUT has rightly mentioned in" Ananda-
Sutram. “It will not be proper to forget that the collective welfare and
individual well-being are inter-twined . A garland without an indi-
vidual flower in their totality is not wholly manifested unless put wreath-
ed together in a garland. Hense the flower and garland have their own
importance. PROUT is of the opinion that all the wealth of the unit
body as well as of the collective body will have to be utilised to the maxi-
mum. But while utilising them, collective welfare should be the principal
objective in view. The development of the individual is the first requisite
for promoting the collective welfare. It can be branded as neither indivi-

dualism nor collectivism. It is just a happy blending between individual
liberty and the collective interest.

Shariiramanasadhyatmika sambhavanayam—when all the physical,
metaphysical and spiritual potentialities of the entire society would have
been maximum developed society, at that stage only can be claimed as
a full-fledged and highly evolved one. As such the society will have to be
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developed in its all aspects not in a particular sphere only. One or two
powerful men or learned and wise men or one or two spiritual aspirants do-
not indicate advancement and progress of a whole society.

With a view to facilitating the maximum physical development of
the society adequate provision for food, cloths, light, air etc. will have
to be made for individual's comforts. For effecting maximum psychie
evolution of the society the individual will have to be thoroughly imbued
with correct social consciousness, the spirit of service and the thirst for:
knowledge. Morality and spirituality will have to be inculcated in the
individuals in the interest of the collective welfare or else the superstructure
of the society will crumbl: down in its absence. So the third principle
emphasises the maximum utilisation of physical, metaphysical and spiri-
tual potentialities. But unfortunately this is conspicuously absent in the
present social set up 1t is painfully observed that the outstanding body -
builders have got only one business i.e. to show off their physical feats.
at the exhibitions with the sole purpose of gaining some material benefit.
Again these having extra ordinary calibre, in absence of constructive
avenues and congenial atmosphere for making maximum use of their
Intellect leave reluctantly for other countries thereby causing a serious
“Brain Drain.” Even those who stay behind do not get proper scope of
utilising their intellectual calibre This is corroborated by the statistics avail-
able from the employment Exchange offices. The spiritual aspirants who are
drawn by the irresistible lure of salvation to renounce the world and begin
to live in seclusion far away from human habitation, they remain l-east
concerned with the ups and downs or the rise and fall of the society.
But arrangement must be made for maximum utilisation of these unit-
potentialities. '

The three kinds of wealth referred to in the third principle are the
wealth of the human society. They will have to be harnessed for general
good of the world. The tatality of physical might of the entire humanity
is its physical wealth. Similarly the entirety of the intellectual potentiality
of all human beings constitutes the metaphysical potentiality while the
spiritual wealth implies the sum total of all unit consciousness. Thus a
well knit social order is to be ushered in making the best use of physical,
metaphysical and spiritual potentialities.

But sensible man will
certainly admit that what Albert Einstein would produce by working in the -
fields for days together would by no means be ‘equated to the result of his’
researches in the laboratory even for few hours only. Hence in the fourth
principle of PROUT while supporting the idza of making best utilisation of .
wealth of any kind, a proper adjustment should always be maintained
amongst them. '

The method of utilisation should vary in accordance with the changes
in time space and person and the utilisation should be of progressive nature.

The world is a changing phenomenon, Nothiug here is stationary.
What is pretty today may become ugly to-morrow. The little baby of inert
today grows into a handsome youth tomorrow and what is inert now
becomss dynamic the next moment. As such nothing in this world can be
permanentely relied upon. One day it is sure to pass away- This change
occurs within the realm of time, space and person. Man works at a
particualr place. Time without man is just meaningness because time is but
a mental measurement of action. In the absence of human mind the ques-
tion of measurement doss not arise. All the theories. whether political,
economic or social are meant for enhancing the human welfare. But the
same theory while failing to adapt its=If with the changed circumstances is
thrown into waste poper box and the society moves ahead. And the people,
who want to still cling to the skeleton of the past are discarded in the
society of the living beings. Thus at every transitional period, the clash
between the old and the new is inevitable. Hence christ was crucified, socr-
ates had to lay down his life by drinking Hemlock, Gallile was severally
penalised. The so-called Brahmins perpetrated out regeans crimes on Buddha
the ‘man of the age. Rammohan, Vidyasagar were opposed by the consen-
atives' with all their might. But at last their contributions, their progressive
ideas came - out on fiying colours The society was received
to a new life as a result of theirs ustrained efforts. And these conservatives
were forced to recede to the background and lost in the oblivion. The
theories advanced by many of the theorists undoubtedly struck at the oot
conserv ative mentality at a particular " age but not when the age changed,
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the old theory in clash and contrast with the new one proved itself out-
«ated and out-lived. ‘It may be mentioned, for example, that while Marx
‘was trying his best to propagate his newly invented communist ideology for
he destruction of capitalism he could not escape from criticism from the
opponents. But later on Marxism, though temporarily, recognised in some
-countries, has undergone a lot of changes with the change of time. Marxism
in its present form is definitely conservative and out-lived and as such is
quite fit to be discarded. Man is eompletely disillusioned today as the hepes
©of all round emancipation and lure of an earthly paradise that were once,
held out by the prophet of communism to the humanity (or working
«classes) have been thoroughly belied. What has really happened to the
workers is “‘the paradise lost” not “the paradise regained’,. At this critical
juncture is the advent of Prout for facilitating that ‘“Paradise regained.’, “As
-the Marxists have become conservative and orthodox in charactor, so they
are mow engaged in the last-fight against this progressive theory only to
meet their destined doom. This is the universal law. That which is pro-
gresdlve is sure to make its headway after struggling with the regressive one.
Marxism is not progressive in various respects since the whole theory was

the product of the very circumstances prevalent in a particular age and

couniry, While Marx was writing his communist manifesto in London that

was written in this background. But ‘Marx could not evoke sufficient

response to the theory in London That is why the manifesto was first

published in French in 1848 and English in the year 1850, But its second

«editien was published in 1888 afier long 38 years Marx was brought.to

limelight-on y in the year 1917 after the Bolshevik revolution in Russia.

Prier to that Marxism co1ld not create any stir in London. Gray has rightly

observed Marx came back to England on the shoulders of Lenin,” jt

is largely because Britain was undergoing a vast change during the period

betwien 1865-85-a change that was much better that the dangerous situation

«of forties. The trade unions were declared legal and the labourers were gran-

ted franchise in 1867 and the British Govt. Through social reform tried to

generate confidence slowly in the public mind so as to make them prefer the
system of democracy as against oligarchy or dictatorship. '

The charm which the people felt for Marxism in the pre-democratic
-age gradually faded away, though of course, it cannot be said that there
‘were no problems in-that age. As Marxism failed to o%er niausible solutions.
the intellectuals like Sideny Webb and others gave rise 1o the Fabian society
in 1883-84. The French labour and other socialists like Sorel, Pellutics,
invented syndicalism and British thinkers Holeson Cole, offered guild so:i-
-alism That is why Marxism could not make its entry into French, Englan.}
-or Germany due to its inherent defect, i.e. its diasblity to adopt itszlf with
the relative factors of time, space and person.

Prout, with a view to eliminating the chances of that mistake, .
-ennuniated the fifth principle that aims at the adjustment with all +
relative factors of the universe. ln this adjusment the fundamental priae
ples need not be changed. If at all change is to be effected that will + -
-a change of policy only. Because change of principle means change ..
the original theery. It is, as it were. changing the brain of “X” by 1 ..
«©f ““Y” in that case then entire personality of “X is changed and b -.,-
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mes “Y”. Hence the fundamental principle of Prout are absolute ‘ without
any possibility of change. To put an anology a river while passing throu-
gh different countries maintains adjustment-with the different banks and
coast. Exactly in the same manner the theory will remain as it is but fer
the sake of adjustments certain polices may have te be changed. Henee
of course one should clearly understand the difference between Principle
and policy.  “The spirit of a theory is called principle” Principle aims at
tracing out the nature and goal of mode of life of the individual as well.
as society . without a fixed goal and nature of its mevements the society
will let loose a reign of anarchy and chaoce. All the principles so evolved:
have come out of analytical view point. Whenever man proceeds to any
thing with the analytical intellect then he canmot but be partial with
something or other thus giving to rise various “isms”. - But the principle
must be uuprejudiced. Hence not only the intellect but the intention has-
also to be utilised. Principles dipped into the confluence of intellect and
intuition alone can lead towards a proper and progressive direction. Prout
can claim to be a principle of this character. Like the former to theorei-
cians, PROUT does net want to lead the society into the dream and ef
ldealism nor does it want to close the path of human evolution and pre-
gress by making the society therotghly materialistic. The theme PROUT
is “subjective approach through objective adjustment™ Quite appropriately,.
thought of human welfare and spiritual idiation should go side by side.
Policy is something different together. It is the sum total of the ways and.
means that are needed for materialising the principle, While principle

aims at a higher idealogy, the policy comes to the help of the principle
being materialised.

If revolution is the principle, then its nature a werld conflaguration er
a movement on limited scale, will have to be decidcd as a matter of policy
against the different backgrounds of different ages. Utilisation is the
principle but the time and method of utilisation depends on the character-
istics of different ages. As for example, man’s physical potentiality has.
got to be best utilised. For that matter, in the present age that physical
strength is utilised for pulling a rickshaw but in future in absence of ricksaw
the same physical strength will have to be developed in other works. Pre-
vision of minimum necessities ot life will have to be ensured but whether
it will be for rupees one hundred or two is to be decided against the
prevailing social conditions. According to the first principle the right ef
accumulation has to be regulated but how much wealth am individual may
be allowed to accumulate is t0 be decided by taking into consideration the
prevalent socio-economic 'and political factors. Thus the method of uti-
lisation will vary in accordance with the change in time, space and persom.
PROUT is the panacia not only to the problems of the present world but.
it will also continue to be so to all the problems that may come in future.

Hence PROUT has the least possibility of being ever stigmatised as out-
dated.

In the second portion of the fifth principle it is said “The utilisation
should be of progessive nature * That is to say, all the existing potentialities.
will not only have to be utilised but attempts should also be made to make

“utilisation of anythin3 both quantitive and qualitive improvements will be:
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possible. It will not serve any useful purpose by making the maximum
utilisation of the strength of a stout man by taking 16 hours work from.him

instead of 8 hours with a heavy hammer. The strength 'of a man that is

being applied to the brandishing of a big hammer to-day, should be utilised

for more than one hammer at a time through scientific research, instead
of consuming it far one hammer only. . In other words, keeping in view
the idea of progress and advancement while engaged in scientific research,
we have to take gradually greater service from the human potentials. It
is highly regressive to introduce and encourage ‘““Charkhas in an age of
textile machines. The advertisements of Khadi in the days of Terelene! is
as ludicrous as it is indicative of worn out conservatism.

The fifth principal fof PROUT unequivocally assures welfare of all

ages and climes at it is free from all na.rowism and partiality for particular
individual or community.

Universalism of Prout and Internationalism of
Communist Party

Why commnitern failed to bring internationalism

Prout stands far universalism and commmunism stands for Inter-
nalonalism of working class. Universalism of prout is realistic approach,
all comperhensive programmeé which includes the entire human race. The
call-of prout is call to the moralist. The sadvipras are to create a congenial
atmosphere to bring about universalism. Whereas the clarion call in con-
clusion of the*‘Communist manifesto”of 1848 was for the working class, espe~
cially for those working in different industries under capitalist system. It is
call for segment of human society. The basis of communist internationalism
is therefore no interpationalism since it means for working class only.

The veteran communist leaders of Soviet Russia wanted to standd by
the working class movement in different European conferences in first
half of 20th century. With a view to achieving the programme the
communitern was received for the 3rd time after the first war, as ap
international organisation of the world communists and - to bring about a
cohesion along the divided communists in two group one of which stood
for reformation through gradual aad constitutional means and the other
stood for revolutionary change.

- The first communist International was set up by K. Marx himself in
1966. 1t was an international association of workers. But with the failure
of Paris commune in 1870 due to the intervention of Prussian army as well
as the lack of leadership, the first Communist internal became ineffective.
The bitter experience of whole century of defeats sobered down the spirit
of workifg class. The another reason of the failure of the first Communist
International was that the partial political freedom and civic rights establi-
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shed in a number of modern European states provided the working class
with the opportunity to defend and promote their immediate interest with
less revolutionary methods.

The second Communist International is equally misplaced due to the
excess faith in parliamentary democracy. The second commintern was
established to command the parliamentary democracy in Europe. The
second commintern with its faith in parliamentary democracy had come to
gift at the outbreak of the last war. In different European countries
parliamentary democracy could not evolve socialism. Thirdly, the parlia-
mentary democracy was eventually suppressed in number of European
countries by Facism and Nazism. With the break of first world war the
second commintern was dissolved The main reason of dissolution of the
second commintern was the internal clash between the Soviet Leaders and
Communist Leaders of the rest of the world. Lenin denounced the 1st
world war as the imperialist war whereas the other communist leaders
called upon the workers of the respective countries to participate in the
war. As the two camps could not find out the middle course, the second
commintern was dissolved. .

The 3rd Communist International was brought into commission just
after treaty of versailles with a view to supporting proletariat movement in
European countries to post the communist battery of army for world
revolution The 3rd commintern issued the slogan of united front under
the leadership of communist party. The world communist parties remained
committed to the programme -of armed insurrection  and
dictatorship of the proleteriate. Here lies the basic difference between 3rd
International and International communist. But the Soviet Government
under the leadership of Stalin could not follow up the programme of third
International. The Soviet Government no longer run after the revolution
out side Russia, but turnad its entire attention to the .problem of reconst-
ruction at home The defzat of Trotsky who stood for International of the
Communist movemant, was the landmark in the new orientation of the
Soviet Governmsnt. The ideal of communism abandoned. Stalin heralded
the dissolution of the Communist Interaational when he declared on
that Communism was not export. Stalin declared on the eve of its disso-
lution, “The pronosal to disband is based on the fact the world condition
have greatly altered since the Commintern was founded, and that this form
of working class organisation no longer corresponds to condition, specially
in view of the state of affairs created by present world”

After 1926 Trotsky and other famous communist leaders like Zino-
view, Kamenev, Rade were removed for their support to Comintern.
The crisis to Communist International, a crisis which ultimately succumb-
ed, result from internal contradiction which itself was historically deter-
mined.

The main reason of failure of third Comintern were:—

(a Russian Communist party constituting the leadership of Cemintera
fived in thespost revolutionary period.
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(b) The rest of organisation lived in the Prp—revolutionary period.
That is why entire organisation could not function as a hqmogeneous
body with a uniform organisational structure and centralised policy.

Why Commintern Failed to Implement An International Order?

a) The Bolshevik party captuzed power in Russia with the help of
strong anti-sentiment against the despotism of Tzar, Feudal exploitation
and religious inquistition. The Communist slogans were mostly ineffective
to infuse hegemony in the Russian revolution. In Communist theory there
is no positive sentiment. Through negative sentiment a country may be
united for temporary period. But in absence of positive sentimant the unity
brought through negative sentiment fails.

In absence of positive sentiment Lenin raised anti-imperialist senti-
ment during the first world war. Stalin during the second world war took
resort to anti-Nazi and anti-Fascist sentiment to unite the Russian people.
Just after the second world war the Communist leaders could not raise any
strong anti-sentiment. That is the reason why the Slavic countries of eas-
tern Europe revolted against Russian domination. Hungery, Poland,
Yugoslavia and Rumania fell out with a Communist International Pro-
gramme. In the middle of the sixties red China and most of the European
Communist parties and Communist parties of Asia held divergent opiniogs
about different International crisis. And 23 the result of these the entire
communist world could not pursue a homogeneous policy to bring about
an International integration of the the communist hemisphere. In the long
run the communist countries were engaged in direct war with one another.

In 1969 the war between China and Russia and subsequent failure
of peace talks held at Peking has proved that the communist countries can
no more establish International organ of their own. The internal clash
amongst the Indian Communist parties is another glaring example of the
heterogeneous character inhered by the communist strategy. A few dozens
of Communist parties have cropped up as mushroom growth on the deceased
communist body the very attitude of the heterogeneous
communist leaders has also established the fact that the communist theory
is inefficacious even to infuse parochial or national solidarity what to speak
about International integeration.

In the recent year the entire communist hemisphere is divided into
four main groups. The first group is headed by USSR and Satelite coun-
tries, second group is headed by China, the third group belonging neither
to the first two groups want to pursue an independent line of action and
the fourth group claims itself to be a non-aligned countries.

Originally the communist manifesto stood for Internationalism but in
course of progress and implementation of communist policies it always
depended on narrow national sentiment. Moreover, the slogan for Inter-
nationalism raised in the communist manifesto by Karl Marx himself
was not a secular internationalism but a unity of the working class. Even
after proper ennumeration we could know that in time of Karl Marx the
European population comprised 1/t0th of the working class. So it is
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
