































































































CHAPTER §
REVOLUTION

"Revolution is the acceleration of the speed of the social cycle by a
tremendous application of force.”
Ananda Sutram, chapter 5 -4, P. R. Sarkar

Revolution is not merely a change of power. According to PROUT a
change in psychology is necessary for a genuine revol tion. In any
society, the resultant thought vibration of the collective is somewhat
shorter in wavelength than the individual thought vibrat on. It is this
shortness that paves the way for evolution or revolution. Social move-
ment is systaltic in nature. Speed is followed by pause. Both are temp-
orary. The pause period is termed “systaltic pause”. During this period
it is essential to accelerate the speed of social movement. (3reat person-
alities sometimes create such dynamism. Reactionary forces try to
retaliate but they cannot, because it is against the laws of Nature.

Revolution indicates the total transformation of saciety. It not
only endeavours to bring about political and economic changes but
also cultural changes. That means a change in the total litestyle. Great
personalities like Krishna, Buddha, Christ, and Mohamimed brought
greater social revolution than the professional revolutionaes of today.
Lenin’s strategy of revolution starts with economic fight, followed by
ideological education, political fight and proletarian revclution. Only
after the establishment of the so-called proletarian dictatorship, is the
cultural revolution planned. But according to PROUT the so-called
proletariat cannot be the vanguard of revolution. It is the middie class
intellectuals who will ultimately lead any revolution. These middle
class intellectuals have been called “Vikshubda Shudras’ in PROUT
terminology. When the revolution is led by Sadvipras, it will be more
complete.
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"It is far too easy to talk big about revolution. Such gasconade; --
such tall talk may easily strike the listener with wonder and may aso
draw applause from them, but to bring about a real revolution is r.ot
at all easy. The pioneers of revolution will have to learn discipline,
take proper training for the revolution, build their character, have to be
a moralist -- in a word they will have to be what I call the Sadvipras ...
They alone shall carry the message of revolution to every corner of the
Earth -- right to every vein and venule of human existence. The flying
colours of revolution - the banner of victory shall remain in thsir
hands alone.” 1)

Ideology is the first necessary element in the preparation for revol-
ution. Ideological education should be the first step to educate the
revolutionaries. PROUT has given much importance to the psycholog-
ical preparation of revolutionary leaders of the future. Because withcut
complete cultural reorientation of the individual, it is not possible to
bring about a cultural revolution. PROUT advocates a total change in
social psychology, based on spirituality and universalism.

Political and cultural revolution must continue simultaneously,
otherwise there will be a generation gap. After a political revolution
it may be found that the pioneers of the revolution are not ready ror
cultural revolution. Because without a cultural change there cannot be
any change in psychology and hence the very purpose for the revol-
ution will be defeated. This is the reason that the cultural revolution
was not successful in China, nor can it be successful in Russia.

At the same time a cultural revolution cannot be accelerated
beyond a certain limit, without a congenial economic and politi:al
environment. So the effort for political and economic revolution must
continue simultaneously with the effort for cultural revolution. Then
only the criteria of total revolution will be fulfilled.

PROUT’s definition of culture is “total human expression”. The
aim of PROUT is to present a synthetic culture based on spirituality,
humanism, selfless service, love and devotion. This should be the bind-
ing force of human society, whatever may be its external cultural
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diversities. Enhancing the free expression of all cultures, a strong bond
of human relations has to be created. PROUT has integrated ill aspects
of life, and as such it inherited a strong vitality. Unity in diversity is
the real spirit. So it is essential for the real soldier of revolution to ass-
imilate this synthetic human culture.

Method of Revolution:
According to PROUT there are two techniques of rzvolution:
(a) Intellectual and (b) Physical.

Intellectual Revolution:
There are three steps to inteliectual revolution.
1. To educate the masses -- through the publicity media, etc. .
2. To create mass consciousness -- through ideologicai fight and econ-
omic fight.
3. To help moralists in a democratic fight.

The main purpose of intellectual revolution is to create an anti-
thesis against the capitalist psychology prevailing in the society. Capital-
ist exploitation is not confined to the production and d stribution
system only. By controlling the mass media and the institutions of
art, literature, education, culture and religion, they are cirrying on
subtle exploitation too.

Let us take for example the parliamentary democratic system. This
system is best suited for monopoly capitalism. Hence the mass media
are constantly preaching in favour of parliamentary democracy, because
the media are controlled by the capitalists. The education system is
oriented in such a way that students are supposed to abscrb certain
ideas inherited from their forefathers. To be an intellectua. means to
be one who has memorised thousands of theories and formulas. Politics
and economics have been branded as specialised subjects. This age has
been declared as the age of specialisation. So there is an attempt to
alienate the general body of students from the arena of politics. As a
result a sceptical attitude has developed towards politics in the develop-
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ed countries. It has been impressed on people’s minds that one has to
choose between capitalism and communism, that there cannot be a
third way. This is nothing but a limited idea. In both capitalist and
communist countries, people’s thinking has been regimented through
educational and cultural institutions and the mass media. A privileged
class has been created to control the state machinery. Political instit-
utions (parties) have replaced the religious institutions: constitutions
have replaced the scriptures, and the dictum of political bosses reminds
us of the religious dogmas of the past.

So it is essential to create an antithesis in all spheres of life and
society. For this it is essential to establish parallel mass media, educat-
ional institutions, literary groups, drama societies, intellectual forums,
teachers’ organisations and student, labour, farmers, and youth organ-
isations.

An intellectual uprising is an essential factor for creating a base
for social revolution. One must remember, as mentioned earlier, that
PROUT advocates total social revolution and not merely political
revolution. PROUT does not support Mao Tse Tung’s dictum that
“the barrel of the gun decides the course of history.” PROUTists will
not endeavour to follow the tactics of Lenin, Mao Tse Tung or Che
Guevara.

Whatever may be the form of class domination, an antithesis has
to be created. Revolution means struggle of ideas - a fight between
progressive and reactionary ideas. Whenever social movement slows
down and brings perennial misery to the people, revolution occurs to
bring new dynamism to the social movement.

Physical Revolution:

If in any society an intellectual revolution fails, physical revolution
occurs. Whenever progressive forces strike, the reactionary forces do
not die immediately. They retaliate for the sake of survival, but they
cannot survive. According to the laws of motion, progressive forces
gather enough momentum during the systaltic pause and ultimately
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break the stagnation generated by the reactionary forces during the
systaltic pause period.

It is the mass who generates physical revolution and 10t any group
or organisation. Organisation may give the leadership. Wt en the masses
feel the necessity of physical revolution, no reactionary forces can
suppress it. Whenever reactionary forces resort to suppre ssive measures
against a popular uprising, they invite a physical retaliation.

According to PROUT there are three types of change
1) Natural - no application of force (it means here external force),
2) Evolutionary -- slight application of force,

3) Revolutionary -- tremendous application of force.
Physical revolution starts with creating a psychologicel background
and with the creation of revolutionary cadres.

Steps of physical revolution:

1. To start students’ and teachers’ organisations and to help the exist-
ing ones,

2. To fight directly against the anti-social elements dist rbing the nor-
matl life of intellectuals directly.

3. To fight against the elements disturbing the norm:l life of non-
intellectuals directly.

4. To fight against the elements disturbing the normal life of intell-
ectuals indirectly.

5. To fight against the elements disturbing the norm:l life of non-
intellectuals indirectly.

6. To fight against the corruption prevalent amongst jublic leaders.
7. To help the government by all round fight.

Violence

To materialise the ideal of rational acquisition and rational distrib-
ution of mundane resources, our first approach will be spiritual, follow-
ed by psychic. If the psychic approach fails, then the physical approach
should be supported in the greater interest of the society.
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It has become a common practice to raise a hue and cry against
violence, but it has been found that the definition of violence differs to
suit the convenience of the privileged class. If millions are led to the
point of starvation by the capitalist class, it is not violence, but if that
hungry generation revolts against the revolting class, it is branded as
violence. If white police beat a black man to death, white dominated
society accepts it with unusual calmness, but if the black people revolt
the white society controls it by sending in trigger happy troops.

Violence should be judged in the light of human values. Common
people are often victim of “state terrorism”. Any act or torture inflict-
ed by the police and military to safeguard the domination of the
privileged class is also an act of violence. Any retaliation against such
violence should be accepted as justified” and will be supported.
(The proper term is “dharmic” instead of “justified”.) PROUT does
not support war but ideological fight.

It will not be out of place to mention here that acts of terrorism
cannot be the strategy of revolution. Terrorism may sometimes erupt
as a reaction, but never as a strategy. Rather terrorism defeats the
purpose of revolution.

At the peak of capitalistic exploitation, change comes through
violent action of the suffering people. This is an inevitable phenomenon
Big powers give sermons about peace to the whole world, keeping their
powder dry. This is utter hypocrisy. As long as injustice, torture and
class domination remains in the society, violence will continue. Any
act of violent retaliation against tyranny and oppression is justified.

If people want “white” peace, they have to fight to remove

“black™ peace, otherwise the achievement of white peace will remain
as wishful thinking.

Programme:

The goal of social revolution is ultimately to create one human
society and one world nation. Today we have seen that there is trem-
endous exploitation that has escalated in the political, economic,
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social and cultural spheres. A universal society can be built with freed-
om of diverse cultural expressions and not by suppressing i:.

To create an antithesis the first phase of our programme will be
to initiate different socio-economic (Samaj) movements based on the
following sentiments:

1) Sentimental legacy.

2) Anti exploitation sentiment.

3) Spiritual sentiment.

These socio-economic zones may overlap the present po itical bound-
aries.

1) Sentimental legacy:

In many places in the world cultural exploitation is very prominent
and ultimately it leads to political suppression. The conlitions of the
Native American people in the USA is one example.

In many places one linguistic group is suppressing :he languages
of minorities. Suppression of language leads to the suppression of
culture, which ultimately leads to economic exploitation.

So in many places a linguistic sentiment may be the basis for the
formation of a Samaj. These Samaj may not be able tc form a self-
sufficient socio-economic unit.

2) Anti-exploitation sentiment:

Wherever there is economic and psycho-economic exploitation and
political suppression, an anti-exploitation sentiment shou!d be the basis
of the formation of any Samaj. A self-sufficient socio-e;onomic zone
is the lowest unit of the future world government. Its toundaries are
not fixed but ever increasing. A phase will come when the whole of
South East Asia, and Central America including Mexico, will become
socio-economic zones.

Socio-economic units include some more factors in their formation
1. Same ethnic group,

2. Same cultural group,
3. Same economic problem,
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4) Same economic potentials,

5) Same development scheme,

6) Cultural similarities, _
PROUT does not support geo-political patriotism, which ultimately
leads to the suppression of one nation by another. PROUT believes in
Universalism. These socio-economic zones will expand continuously
on the basis of :

1. Economic similarities,

2. Cultural blending,

3. Sound communication systems,

4. Administrative efficiency.

Samaj movements will never give encouragement to any racial, relis-
ious or caste sentiment.

3) Spiritual sentiment:

The anti-exploitation sentiment is temporary in nature. When
exploitation ends, the sentiment dies out and unity breaks down. fo
as to create a universal unity, a spiritual sentiment should be encour-
aged. Universalism is based on this spiritual sentiment. Basically humin
beings are the same in nature. Spirituality strengthens the bond of love,
discarding all sentiments based on race, religion or nationality.

The Samaj movement will create a mass sentiment against the
exploitation which is prevalent in a particular society. Fight against
cultural suppression will lead to fight against economic exploitation,
which will ultimately be converted into political struggle, and ttis
will lead to total revolution.

The post Revolutionary Programme:

To reconstitute the society, the programme should vary in accoid-
ance with time, place and person, but in underdeveloped countrics,
the following steps may be taken:

1) Centralisation of political power -- a universal constitution and per al
code will be framed.

2. Fix the criterion of minimum requirements and confiscaie the ex-
cess property other than minimum requirements,

3. Socialise banks and ultimately convert them into cooperatives.
4. Reorganise industry along the lines of PROUT’s industriz] system.
5. Introduce the cooperative system in agriculture.

6. Form consumer cooperatives for the distribution of consurier goods
7. Fight against superstition and all the sentiments detrirnental to
universalism.

8. All laws and systems suppressing minorities and women will be
abolished.

9. Mass media are to be freed from the control of the ruling class
and are to be handed over to non-political corporations.

10. Autonomous social boards are to be formed to control the educ-
ational institutions.

11. Free education will be introduced gradually at all levels.

12. Fight against bureaucracy, pseudo-culture and corruption.

13. Stock exchanges are to be abolished to end hoarding, blac < market-
ing etc. .

It is inevitable that the political institutions alone will not be able
to carry out the above programme. PROUTists will help the state
machinery to realise the ideals of PROUT. Gradually, as mass :onscious
ness rises to a higher level, the benevolent dictatorship will be convert-
ed into a moralist democracy, or partyless democracy.

The bloody pages of history prove, that to satisfy thei: lust for
power the ruling classes raped the constitution, violated moral and
human values and unleashed a reign of terror. They preached the gospel
of peace and non-violence only to enjoy the golden harvest of the
society at the expense of the common people. This citadel o’ corrupt-
ion and vested interests has to be crushed with all force, >therwise
sweet gospels of peace are not going to bring any result.

Today humanity is bewildered. The ignorant masses do not know
which way society is moving. A mad arms race has created a situation
of insecurity. The world is on the brink of another devastatirng war. In
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this situation, peace lovers of the world must unite and educate the
populace for a mass uprising against injustice, inequality, poverty and
hunger. The edifice of tyranny and oppression has to be crumbled
down to dust.

THE SIXTEEN PRINCIPLES OF PROUT

1. In the flow of the social cycle, a class is always dominant.

II. In the nucleus of the social cycle, the Sadvipras are the controll-
ers in order to liberate all.

III. Evolution is the acceleration of the flow of the social cycle by the
application of force.

IV. Revolution is the acceleration of the flow of the social cycle by
the application of tremendous force.

V. Counter-evolution is the application of force to tum the flow of
the social cycle in the reverse direction.

VI. Counter-revolution is the application of tremendous force to tumn
the flow of the social cycle in the reverse direction.

VII. A complete rotation of the social cycle is called Peripheric Evol-
ution.

VIII. Diversity is the law of nature, equality can never be.

IX. The minimum necessity within any particular econoiic age shall
be guaranteed to all.

X. The surplus after distributing the minimum requirements is to be
given according to the social value of an individual’s seivice.

XI. The increase in the standard of living is the indication of the
vitality of the society.

XII.No individual should be allowed to accumulate iny physical
wealth without the clear permission or approval of the collective
body.

XIII. There should be maximum utilisation and rational distribution of
all mundane, supramundane, and spiritual potentialities of the
universe.

XIV. There should be maximum utilisation of all physical metaphysic-
al, and spiritual potentialities of the unit and collective body of
the human society.
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XV, There should be a proper adjustment amongst these physical,
metaphysical, mundane, supramundane and spiritual utilisations.

XVI. The method of utilisation should vary in accordance with the
changes in time, space and person and the utilisation should be of
progressive nature.

PROUT PHILOSOPHY AND ITS PROPOUNDER

The Progressive Utilisation Theory (PROUT), a new socio-econom-
ico-political philosophy was propounded by Prabhat Rairjan Sarkar
in the year 1959. A synthesis between spirituality and materialism,
comprehensiveness, and universal outlook are the basic foundations of
this philosophy. This philosophy gives a completely new direction for
social reconstruction. It considers human being as a Cosmic being and
explains all the laws of social movement. While framing social laws
and systems, care has been taken to safeguard human values. In this
relative world everything is changing. Any social system must give way
to new ideas if it fails to safeguard human values. This progressive idea
is the essence of the PROUT philosophy. Progress denotes a balanced
development of physical, mental and spiritual aspects of life. PROUT
philosophy is fundamentally opposed to capitalist and marxist ideas.
It is also fundamentally opposed to religious, nationalistic and racial-
istic divisions of human society.

From the very effort to propagate this idea of social rec onstruction
in India during the 60’s, PROUT organisations faced stiff opposition
from the communist camp, the capitalist camp, the fanatic religious
groups and the privileged classes. During this period thousands of
people from all walks of life have been attracted to PROUTist ideas
and have joined the movement. Being afraid of its growing popularity
the vested interests started a systematic campaign against PROUT
organisations and especially against P.R. Sarkar himself.

On December 29th, 1971, Mr. Sarkar was ultimately arrested on
false charges by the Indira Gandhi government. On February 12th,
1973 he started his historic fast (taking only two cups of curd water
a day), in protest against the government tactics. This fast was contin-
ued up to August 2nd , 1978, the day of his release. In June 1975
all PROUT organisations were banned by Indira Gandhi. Mr. Sarkar’s
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followers were arrested throughout the country.

His supporters throughout the world raised their voices in protest
against such inhuman actions. International organisations like Amnesty
International and the United Nations were approached, but the ends of
justice could not be met. To draw the attention of the conscious
people, seven of his followers self-immolated in different parts of the
world. Three in India in 1973, two in West Germany, one in USA and
one in Philippines in 1978. On November 26th, 1976, P. R. Sarkar
and four of his followers were sentenced to life imprisonment in a
“stage managed” trial, in the dark days of the emergency in India.
It may be mentioned here that all the leaders of all opposition parties
were put in prison at that time. On March 23rd 1977, Indira Gandhi
was thrown out of power and the emergency was repealed.

But the new Janata government failed to release P.R. Sarkar.
Rather it may be mentioned here that they conspired not to release him.
He was ultimately released from prison on August 2nd 1978, when the
higher court dismissed all charges against him as false and fabricated.

Since 1977 the PROUT movement has spread all over the world
in the name of PROUTIST UNIVERSAL. The PROUT movement is
gaining tremendous speed in India.

The injustices against P. R. Sarkar have not yet ended. His ideas
are yet to be accepted by the people of the world. One day he will
definitely be heralded as the Renaissance man of this century.
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
