A garland without the individual flowers
cannot be thought of; similarly the beauty of the flowcrs in
their totality is not wholly manifested unless put wreathed
together in a garland. Hence the fiower and the garland have
their own importance. PROUT is of the opinion that all the
wealth of the unit body as well as of the collective body will
have to be utilised to the maximum. But while utilising them
collective welfare should be the principal objective in view.
The development of the individual is the first requisite for
promoting the collective welfare. It can be branded
peither as individualism nor as collectivism. It is just a happy
blending between individual liberty and collective interest.

When all the physical, metaphysical and spiritual poten-
tialities of the entire society would have been deve-
loped, society at that stage only can be called as a full
fiedged and highly evoived one. As such the society will have
to be developed in all its aspects, notin a particular sphere
only. One or two powerful mea or learned and wise men or
' one or two spiritual aspirants do not indicate advancement
and progress of a whole society. .

With a view to facilitating the maximum physical devel-
opment of the society adequate provision for lood, clothes,
light, air, etc will have to be made for individuals' comforts.
For effecting maximum psychic evolution of the society the
individuals will have to be thoroughly imbued with correct
social conscidusness, thespirit of service, and the thirst for
knowledge. Morality and spirituality will have to be inculcated
in the individuals in the interest of the “collective welfare or
clse the supemstructute of the society will crumble down in
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#s absence. So the third principle emphasises the maximum
wtilisation of physical, metaphysical and spiritual potentialities
But unfortunately this is conspicuously absent in the present
social set up. Itis painfully observed that the outstanding
body-builders have got only one business i. e. to show off
sheir physical feats at the exhibitions with the sole purpcse of
gaining some material benefit. Again those having extra-
ordinary calibre, in absence of constructive avenues
andfcongenial atmosphere for making maximum use of their .
intellect, leave reluctantly for other countries thereby causing a
serious “Brain Drain.” Even those who stay behind do
oot get proper scope for utilising their intellectual calibre.
-This i5 corroborated by the statistics available from the
Employment Exchange offices. The spiritual aspirants who
are drawn by the irresistible lure of salvation to renounce the
world begin to live in seclusion far away from human
habitation. They remain least concerned with ups and downs
of the rise and fall of the society, But arrangements must be
made for maximum utilisation of these unit potentialities.

The three kinds of wealth referred to in the third princi-
Ple are thr wealth of the human society and all the potential
offthe unit and collective bedy will have to be harnessed for
the general good of the world. The fotality of the physical
-might of the entire humanity is its physical wealth. Similarly
$he entirety of the intellectual potentiality of all human beings
constitutes the metaphysical potentiality while the spiritual
wealth implies the sum total of all unit consciousness. Thus a
- well knit social order is to be ushered in by making the best
-ase of physical, metaphysical and spiritual potentialities,
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FOURTH PRINCIPLE

Proper adjustment

amongst utilisations

“There should bsa proper adjustment amongst theig'
physical, metaphsical, mundane, supramundane and spiritual
utilisations.”

~ The maximum utilisation on which so much emphasis
has bezn given in the second and the third principles, should
not be confined in any particular sphere as that may lead to
certain disadvantages. First, if the persohs having Herculean
strength are given more importance than others in the society},
this jdea may creep into their minds that they are more usefui_
to the society than the average people. " Owing to this superio=
rity complex these physically powerful persons may be tempted
to hate, torture and even exploit the weaker. In the bc‘ginﬂiﬁi
and towards the end of Kshatra era this sort of exploitation
was perpetrated on the Shudras.  The same thing may happen
with the intellectuals too. The exploitation during Vipra era
amply corroborates this statement.  So along With hamimum
utilisation there should be mutual adjustments “also. k)
means man has to be a spiritual aspirant, intelligen¥
and intrepid.  To this end the physically strong person’s will
have to come in contact with competent teachers to be initiated



into spiritual and intellectual domains. On the other hand
those who are spiritually elevated and intell ectually developed
will have to approach the physical experts to be conversant
with tbat art. In this way shall evolve a well integrated
personality.  Secondly, subtler faculties should be given top
priority for their best utilisation. Of the physical, mental and
spiritual wealth, spiritual wealth is the subtlest; next comes
the mental to be followed by the physical. Those that have
spiritual power, are capable of doing the greatest service to
the cause of the society. Next in order come those that have
intellectual power. Those that have only physical strength,
ﬁléugh, are not unimportant, cannot do anything by themselves.
They toil at the instance of those that are endowed with
spiritual and intellectual powers,

The law of parallelism further stipulates that while taking
service fiom a man who is physically, mentally and spiritually
developed, the society shall follow a well balanced
policy of equity and fair play. If only one of the three endo-
Wments—physical, intellectual and spiritual—be found develo-
ped and manifest in a man, the society shall take such servics
from him as is suitable to that particular endowment or apti-
tude. If two endowments viz, physical and intellectual, are
found sufficiently in man, the society shall follow a well
balanced policy by taking from him intellectual service in
greater measure and physical service only sparingly, for
intellectual power is comparatively subtle and rare. If all
the three endowments are found in one man, the society shall
Mmake greater use of his spiritual services, less . use of his

Mntellectual ones and still less of his physjcal ones. In the



course of evolution man’s intellectual power is far surpassing
his physical strength. The difference between the present man
smd & man who lived a few centuries ago is this : the latter
used to collect huge stones for the construction of houses with
the sheer strength of his muscles whereas the present man can
lift and make use of the same or even heavier load within a
mement with the help of cranes invented by his intellectual
power. In the days to come when the human intellect will
rédch a high degree of development, the importance of phys-
ical strength will naturaly be devalued to a large extent.
Then the society will be required to contribute to man’s intell-
ectual development.  But whatever little strength be left to
him will have to be properly utilised. That indeed will bea
stage of economy of full employmeént. ‘The Gandhian concept
of “Bread labour” on the part of every individual is as
unjustifiable and ludicrous as it is detrimental to the cause of
social interest. Gandhiji even went to the the extent of dema-:
ading that men like Tagore and Raman should deploy theis
physical strength for bread labour. In his opinion, “Many
birdships connected with agriculture would be casily redressed
if such people took hand init.” But a sensible man will
<artainly admit that what Albert Einstein would produce by
working in the fields for days together would by ne mears
be equated to the result of his researches in the laberatery
even for few hours only. Hence in the fourth principle of
PROUT while supparting the ideas of making best utilisation
of wealth of every kind, a proper adjustment should always
be maintained amongst them.

Marxism in its present form is. defi=
nitely comservative and outlived and as such is qulte - Efis,
to be. dlsoagded Man is completely disillusioned today-
as the hopes of all-round emancipation and lure of an earthly
paradise that were once held out by the prophet of communisp).
to humanity (or the working classes) have been thoroughly
belied. What has really happened to the workers is *‘the para-
dise lost” riot “the paradise regained™. At this critical junctu~-
re the advent of PROUT is for facilitating that *Paradisé:
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wegained” As the Marxists have become conservative and os-
thodox in character, so they are now engaged in the last fight
against this progressive theory only to meet their destined doom.
This is the universa] law. That which is Progressive is sure
%o make its headway after struggling with the regressive ane.
‘Marxism is not progressive in various respects since the whole
theory was the product of the circumstances prevalent in
& particular age and a country, While Marx was writing his
‘Communist Manifesto in London. that was the period of the
‘hungry forties. This manifesto was written in this background.
‘But Marx could not evoke sufficient . response to the theory in
London. That is why the manifesto was first published in Fren-
~¢h{in 1848 and English in the year 1850, But its second edition
‘wWas Published in 1888, after long 38 years. Marx was brought
to limelight only in the year 1917 after the Bolshevik Revo-
lution in Russia. Prior to that Marxism could not create any
stir in London. Grey has rightly observed, “Marx came riding
‘back to England on the shoulders of Lenin, It is largely beca-
+use Britain was undergoing a vast change during the period
‘Between 1865-85— a change that was much better than the
dangerous situation of the forties. The trade unions were decla-
‘red legal and the labourers were granted franchise in 1867
-and the British Govt.fthrough Social Reforms Act tried to gene-
rate confidence slowly in the public mind so as to make them
‘prefer the system of democracy as against oligarchy or dicta
-forship,

The charm fwhich the people felt for Marxism in the
"Pre democratic ‘age gradually faded away, though of course,
<4t cannot be said that there were ne problems in that age,
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As Marxism failed to offer plausible solutions, the intellecto-~
alslike Sidney Webb and others gave rise to the Fabian Soci-
ety in 1883-84. The French labour and other socialists like Sorel
Pellutier, Pouget invented Syndicalism and British thinkers
Hobson, Cole, Orage offered Guild Socialism. That is why
Marxism could not make its entry into France, England or
‘Germany due to its one inherent «efect, i.e. its disability to
adapt itself with the relative factors of time, space and person.

PROUT, with a view to eliminating the chances of that
mistake, has enunciated the fifth principle that aims at the
adjustments with all the relative factors of the universe. In
this adjustment the fundamental principle need not be chan~
ged, if at all change is o be cffected that will be a change of
pol¢iy only. Because change of principle means change of the
original theory. It is as it were, changing the brain of ‘X' by
that of Y’. In that case the entire personality of ‘X' s
«changed and becomes “Y'. Hence the fundamental principles
of PROUT are absolute without any possibility of change. Te
put an analogy a river while passing through differeat count-
ries mantains adjustment with the different banks and coasts.
Bxactly in the same magner the theory will remain as it is bng
for the sake of adjuspments certain policies may have to be

Here, of course, one shouwld clearly undesstand the
difflerence between principle and policy.

Principle aims at tracing out the nature
and goal of the mode of life of the individual as well as the
seciety.

Policy is Something ¢ Feren¢ altogether., Tt jg the sumtotal
of the ways ang means tk it are needed for Materialising the -
principle, While principlé ajms ‘4¢ a higher ideology, the policy *
comes to the help of the principle being materialised. aeE
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fave to be ensured but whether it will be for rupees one
‘hundred or two is to be decided against the prevailing social
.conditions. According to the first principle the right of
-accumulation has to be regulated but how much wealth an
individual may be allowed to accumulate is to be decided taking
“into consideration the prevalent socioeconomic and political
factors. Thus the method of utilisation will vary in accordance
.with the changes in time, space and person. PROUT is the
panacea not only to the problems of the present world but it
-will also continue to be so to all the problems they may come
in future. Hence PROUT has the least possibility of being
«gver stigmatised.

In the second portion of the fifth principle it is said,
<¢The utilisation should be of prog essive nature”. That is to
-say, all the existing potentialities 17ill not only have to be
.utilised but attempts should also be made to make their better
-gse in more scientific ways. By maxmum utilisation of anything
‘both quantitative and qualitative improvements will be possibleg
qt will not serve any useful purpose by making the maximum
-atilisation of the strength of a stout man by taking 16 hours
.work from him instead of 8 hours with a heavy hammer. The
.strength of a man that is being applied to the brandishing of
j-a big hammer today, should be utilised for more than one
shammer at a time through scientific research, instead of
-consuming it for one hammer only. In other words. keeping
in view the idea of progress and advancement while engaged in
.gcientific research, we have to take gradually greater and greater
.service_from the human potentials. It is highly regressive to
