





may not take the role of exploiters but only govern the society as its guaran-
tors. The moment the militants give indications of exploitation, the sadvipras
shall immediately bring about the antithesis and thereby end the martial
era. They shall take similar steps in the intellectual as well as the capitalist
eras. That is to say, instead of letting the society drift towards natural evol-
ution they shall facilitate social revolution as per necessity. Therefore the
sadvipras shall have no rest, ever. Such a time will never come in the life of
a sadvipra when he or she will relax in an armchair and say, “Ah, I have
nothing to do today. Let me rest awhile.”

In the first phase of the human history of the world, sadvipra society has not
yet formed itself. In most countries the last part of the first phase is on the
move. Only in a few countries the post-revolution martial era has been
established. At places the intellectual era is just around the corner. In the
absence of a sadvipra society the social cycle is moving on its natural round.
In every age, government of the predominant class is being followed by
exploitation and thereafter comes evolution or revolution. For want of
sadvipras’ assistance, the foundation of human society is lacking firmness.
Today I extend my earnest request to all reasonable, virtuous and moral
fighters that they form a good, well-disciplined sadvipra society without
further delay. These sadvipras shall work for the good of all countries, for
the all-round emancipation of all humanity. The down-trodden humanity
of this disgraced world is looking up to the eastern horizon, awaiting their
advent with earnest zeal and eagerness impatiently. Let the cimmerian dark-
ness of the interlunar night disappear with their advance. Let humanity of
the new day of the new sunrise wake up in the new world. With these good
wishes I conclude my discourse.
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19. THE FUTURE OF CIVILISATION

“The spirit of fight against all odds alone can solve the problems
confronting humanity. March ahead and wage war against all
difficulties . . . Difficulties and encumbrances can’t be more
powerful than your capacity to solve them.”

Modern minds are often perplexed by fear and doubt at the thought of the
extinction of the human race within a very short period. People deem that
civilisation is passing through a very critical phase and there is no possible
escape from its total annihilation. But this can’t happen.

Both the individual and society are dependent on three factors for their
existence, viz: existence, expansion and bliss. Dwelling places, food, clothing,
education and medical facilities are the ‘sine qua non for existence. The term
expansion means development and progress. The mere perceptible appearance
of a society does not prove its real existence. The earthworm, for instance,
has existed for hundreds of millions of years, yet it doesn’t signify existence
in the true sense of the term. That is to say, there has to be progress and
development. Eating, drinking and being merry can’t represent a true life.
It would be an encumbrance, a boredom.

For the all-round development of an individual or society a goal is needed.
But for this determined goal, the direction and purpose of development
will remain confused. A bud blooms into a flower; this is what you may
call its development. The purpose of development is the attainment of
bliss. The term bliss connotes infinite happiness, the equipoise of pleasure
and pain, perfect mental peace.

The absence of any of the aforesaid factors may cause a great consternation
or convulsion in individual or social life. The earth came into existence
millions of years ago. Though from the geological point of view it is still in
its infancy, one day or the other it is bound to meet its waterloo. This will
naturally mean the extinction of the human race. Is it so?

It’s a fact that the temperature of the sun will gradually fall. The rate of this
gradual fall, however, may be slowed by the influence of a supramundane
force, yet it is beyond the scope of doubt that one day it will become a
dead star. The conversion of the sun into a dead star will mean a similar
fate for the planets. Earth, then, will not be a congenial place to live.

The destruction of a particular planet or solar system does not mean the end
of the human race. There are numerous other stars and planets in the uni-
verse. With further development of science and by the help of inter-planetary

rocket systems, humanity will move to other planets. What is a dream of
today will become the reality of tomorrow. It is the inherent desire of an
individual and the collective body which takes a concrete shape. It was an
age-cld desire of people to fly in the sky like birds. The aeroplane was a
product of this desire. Desire is the mother of action. In coming days you
will see such rockets which may enable people to travel to other planets.

And if one day these planets and stars also perish, people will move to other
planets and stars.

It may also be argued that a day may come when, due to constant radiation
of heat and light, the temperature of the entire universe may become the
same; that is, the thermal death of the universe may occur. In the absence
of external heat the universe may cease to exist. This means that humanity
will also perish. But it can’t happen. There can’t be a thermal death of the
universe. The solidification of the object will result in the exploding apart
of celestial bodies. Tremendous heat will be released due to this process of
a particular body and new galaxies and stars will be formed out of it. There
is, therefore, no cause for fear. The earth may one day become extinct but
humanity can’t cease to exist. You can rest assured of existence.

Numerous factors are needed for the development of a group of people, but
the following six are the most important of them.

There should be a spiritual ideology in the life of both the individual and
the collective body. Much of your energy is misused due to the ignorance
of your own self and of the destination towards which you are moving.
This misuse of energy is bound to cause destruction.

The second factor for the progress of society is spiritual cult, a spiritual
process. Everyone has a physical structure. The problem with every indivi-
dual is how to produce more and more ectoplasmic stuff by this body and
then convert it into consciousness. There should be a proper process for this
conversion. Spiritual practice consists of the conversion of the five rudimental
factors into ectoplasmic stuff and then into consciousness through a special
scientific process. This is a process of metamorphosis. Spiritual practice,

therefore, is indispensable. Only spiritual ideology and spiritual philosophy
will not do.

The third factor, which is a blending of existence and expansion, is a socio-
economic theory. There should be proper knowledge regarding the social
structure, the distribution of wealth and its growth. For want of this know-
ledge there can’t be solid ground for the construction of a social edifice.
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The fourth one is social outlook. All living creatures in this manifest universe
are the children of the same Cosmic Progenitor. Naturally they are bound in
a thread of fraternal relations. This is the central spirit. A socio-economic
theory is of no use but for this fraternal feeling. The implementation of this
theory is an impossibility without proper effort.

The fifth factor for the progress of society is for it to have its own scripture.
There is the need for the company of elevated persons in all the spheres of
life. The authority whose contact means elevation for you is scriptures.
Scriptures elevate society by dint of their guidance and inspiration:

The last but not the least important factor for the progress of society is
for it to have its own preceptor.

The entire social structure is dependent on these six factors. Expansion is
meaningless without them. The weakness of one among them may jeopard-
ise the very existence of social development.

From ancient times many groups of people came into existence. Some of
them managed to survive, some became extinct and some continued to
exist in a metamorphosed form. About one thousand five hundred years
ago, Arabs were very much developed in science. But they were defeated
by the Islamic wave, for they were lacking in the six aforesaid factors, while
the latter had at least five of them. The same was the case with Egypt. It
was fully developed in the spheres of art, architecture and science. It was
the Egyptians who embalmed mummies and made pyramids which needed
subtle geometric knowledge. Moreover, they were very advanced in the sphere
of civilisation. Despite this they could not prevent their defeat. Today’s
Egypt is the Egyptian form of Arab. The cause of the death of its older
form was the lack of the aforesaid six factors.

The Christian or Roman civilisation, which is more often called the Latin
civilisation, was also considerably high on the ladder of development. Yet
it was lacking in social outlook. There were no feelings of fraternity and
equality. The slave system was rampant and humane feelings were on the
wane. Furthermore, the lack of a proper socio-economic theory generated
a kind of fascist mentality. Those rolling in luxury but free from labour
became indolent. Naturally they were defeated by a stronger and more
strenuous force. The destruction of the Greek and Chinese civilisations
was also caused by lack of the factors of expansion. And the Aryans could
defeat the indigenous Indians only due to the latter’s lacking in the factors

of expansion. They had several factors of expansion but there was no pre-
ceptor and hence they were defeated.
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In future also, for want of the six factors of expansion, the extinction of a
concerned group of people is sure to happen. But where these factors are
present, there the movement is towards bliss, and due to this movement
the chance of its elimination becomes nil. Such groups, which have the six
factors in their possession, will be able to produce sadvipras. Sadvipras are
those whose every effort is directed towards the attainment of bliss. They are
also conscious of existence and do not lack in the six factors of expansion.
They are strong in morality and are always ready to wage war against immoral
activities. Those who strictly adhere to the principles of morality, are en-
sconced in service and ready to wage war against immoralists, are sadvipras.
Only those sadvipras who can work for the welfare of the human society
are safe from destruction and extinction. Therefore, it becomes the prime
duty of everyone to make themselves and others sadvipras. Sadvipras will
wage a ceaseless and pactless struggle against immorality and all sorts of
fissiparous tendencies. Those who pose as Dharmic but are shy in the spirit
of fight can’t be called sadvipras.

These sadvipras are always busy in the task of promoting the elevation of
human beings. When this earth becomes old they will lead human beings
to other planets by directing scientific endeavours at that time.

Some people fear that atom bombs may one day cause the extinction of the
human race. But such fears are ill-conceived and meaningless. It is human
intellect which is responsible for their production and so naturally intellect

is superior to its products. It may one day invent such weapons which may
render ineffective even the atom bombs.

Food shortages are not a new problem. Only sadvipras and not politicians
and experts can save the world from such shortages. They will produce
such tablets as will be substitutes for food grains. Making a useless fuss
over problems will not ease the problem.

The spirit of fight against all odds alone can solve the problems confronting
humanity. March ahead and wage war against all difficulties, every impedi-
ment. Victory is sure to embrace you. Difficulties and encumbrances can’t
be more powerful than your capacity to solve them. You are the children of
the great Cosmic Progenitor. Be a sadvipra and make others sadvipras.

20. THE PRINCIPLES OF PROGRESSIVE SOCIALISM

1. In the flow of the social cycle, a class is always dominant.

Since originally there had not been any well knit social system, we may call
the then stage the workers era. In those days all were labourers and toilers.
Then came the era of the valiant, which we may term the era of the warrior
or the martial era. This was followed by the intellectual era. Finally came
the era of traders and business-people, the commercialist or capitalist era.
As a result of the rapacity of the capitalist era, when the warriors and intell-
ectuals were relegated to the level of workers, there came the proletariat
revolution. As the workers had neither a strongly built society, nor had
enough intelligence, the post-capitalist administration went into the hands
of those who had taken over the leadership of the proletariat revolution.
These people were brave and courageous, and so it was they that foreshad-
owed the advent of the martial era for the second time. After the successive
order of worker-martial-intellectual-capitalist eras comes revolution, and then
again the second cycle of similar successive order begins, culminating in the
next revolution. Thus goes the social cycle.

2. In the nucleus of the social cycle sadvipras control the cycle in order
to liberate all.

Sadvipras are those spirituo-moralist revolutionaries who want to put an end
to exploitation and vice by the application of their power. They do not
belong to the periphery of this cycle, for they remain as its controllers —
as its shafts or nuclei. Revolve it must, but, due to the predominance of a
particular group in an age, that is, if the military in the martial age or the
intellectuals in the intellectual age or the capitalists in the capitalist age take
up the role of a rapacious exploiter instead of an administrator, in that case
the bounden duty and Dharma of a sadvipra shall be to protect the honest

and the exploited, and to bring under control the dishonest and rapacious
exploiters.

3. Evolution is the acceleration of the speed of the social cycle by the
application of force.

If the military be found in the role of exploiters, the sadvipras — the staunch
adherents of spiritual morality — shall establish the intellectual age, after
subduing them. Here the advent of the intellectual age, which should have
come in natural course, is expedited by force. Such a change of eras may
be called evolution. The difference between evolution and natural change
being that in evolution the movement of the cycle is accelerated by the
application of force.
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4.  Revolution is the acceleration of the speed of the social cycle by the
application of tremendous force.

If, within a short time, a particular era is replaced by the next era, or if, for
the destruction of the formidable convention or foothold of any era, a
stouter application of might be called for, in that case the relative change
is called revolution.

5.  Counter-evolution. is the application of force to turn the flow of the
social cycle in the reverse direction.

By the application of force, if any era be reverted to the preceding one,
such a change is called counter-evolution. For example the establishment
of a martial era after the intellectual era is counter-evolution, and is very
short-lived. That is to say, within a very short time this is again replaced
by the next era, or the one after the next. In other words, if the counter-
evolution to the martial era be suddenly effected after the intellectual era,
that is, is the martial era suddenly supercedes the intellectual era through
counter-evolution, in that case the martial era will not last long. Within a

short time either the intellectual era or, by natural course, the capitalist
era will take its place.

6.  Counter-revolution is the application of tremendous force to turn the
social cycle in the reverse direction.

Similarly if, within a short time or by the application of a great force, any
era be forced back, we shall call it counter-revolution. Counter-revolution
is still more short-lived than counter-evolution.

7. A complete rotation of the social cycle is called peripheric evolution.

A complete round of the social cycle as per scheduled order, that is together

with the conclusion of the proletariat revolution, is what we call peripheric
evolution.

8.  Diversity is the law of nature and identity will never be.

Variety is the Dharma or chief characteristic of the Cosmic Operative Force
(Nature). No two objects ot this evolved world are identical, nor are two
bodies, nor two minds, nor two atoms, nor two molecules. This variety is
nature’s forte. Those who want to equate everything must fail, for it is
unnatural. All objects are equal only in the unmanifest (potential) state of the
Cosmic Operative Force, and so those who think of equating all verily think
of the destruction of all.
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9.  The minimum necessities of all should be guaranteed in any particular
age.

The Cosmic Entity is my father, Cosmic Operative Principle is my mother
and the three worlds are my country. And so every thing or object of this
universe is the common property of humanity at large. But none of these
things and objects of the universe can be equal — in quality or quantity —
cent per cent — and so the minimum necessities of life should be made
available to everybody. In other words, food, clothing, medical treatment,
homes, education and so on, must be provided for all. Humanity’s minimum
necessities, however, change with the change in eras or ages. For conveyance
the minimum necessity may be a bicycle in one age and then an aeroplane
in some other. The minimum necessities must be provided for everyone,
according to the age one belongs to.

10. The surplus goods and services, after distributing the minimum require-
ments, are to be given according to the social value of the individual’s
production.

The surplus, after meeting the barest necessities, will have to be distributed
among people of special merit, according to the degree thereof. In an age
where a bicycle is good enough for the common people, a mctor car will
be necessary for a doctor. In due deference to the merits of the accomplished
person, he or she has to be provided with a motor car with a view to giving
him or her greater opportunities for social service. ‘Serve according to your
capacity and earn according to your necessity’ sounds good to the ears, but
it will reap no harvest from the hard soil of the world.

11. The increase in the standard of living of the people is the indication
of the vitality of society.

The meritorious will certainly receive greater amenities compared to the
standard of minimum necessities earmarked for people in general, but no
limit shall be put to the effort of raising the standard of minimum necessities.
Common people need bicycles, whereas the meritorious people need motor
cars, but efforts shall be there to provide the common people with motor
cars also. After each of them has been provided with a motor car, it may
perhaps be necessary to provide the meritorious with an aeroplane apiece.
After providing every meritorious person with an aeroplane, efforts should
be made to also provide every common person with an aeroplane, raising the
minimum standard. In this way efforts for raising the minimum standard
should go on unabated, and on this endeavour shall depend the all round
worldly prosperity and development of humanity.
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12. No individual should be allowed to accumulate any physical wealth
without the clear permission or approval of the collective body.

The universe is the joint property of all. All have usufructary rights, that
is, the right of enjoyment, but none has the right to abuse. If anybody
gathers much wealth and hoards it, he or she directly curtails the happiness
and convenience of others in the society. His or her behaviour is flagrantly
anti-social. Therefore none should be allowed to hoard wealth without the
permission of society.

13. There should be maximum utilisation and rational distribution of all
mundane, supra-mundane and spiritual potentialities of the universe.

Whatever wealth and resources are inherent in the crude, subtle and causal
worlds should be used and developed for the benevolence of the units. The
development of the resources hidden in the five fundamental elements, viz.
solid, liquid, luminous, aerial and etherial, shall be accomplished only through
the media of cent per cent honest use and efforts. People shall have to ex-
plore land, sea and space in all earnestness to seek for, discover and manufact-
ure, the materials of necessity. The accumulated wealth of humanity should
be reasonably distributed with due judgement and deliberation. In other
words, apart from meeting the indispensable minimum necessities of all, one
should bear in mind the necessities of the meritorious people and, in special
cases, the necessities of some special people as well.

14.  There should be maximum utilisation of the physical, metaphysical and
spiritual potentialities of the unit and collective bodies of human society.

The development of the collective body, collective mind and collective spirit-
ual bearing has to be effected. One must not forget that collective good lies
in individualities and individual good lies in collectivity. Without providing
for the comfort of the individual bodies through proper food, light, air,
homes and medical treatment, collective good cannot be accomplished. So
it is with the sole intention of doing collective good that one will have to
devote oneself to individual good. Development of collective mind is impos-
sible without an endeavour to awaken in every individual a proper sense of
corporate living — a sense of service and knowledge. So, inspired with the
thought of doing good to the collective mind, one has to do good to the
individual mind. Absence of spirituality and spiritual morality in an indiv-
idual will break the backbone of collectivity. So for the sake of collective
good, one will have to awaken spirituality in individuals. One or two power-
ful people or learned or wise people, or one or two spiritualists, do not indi-
cate advancement and progress of a whole society. The body, mind and
self of every individual have the potential for limitless expansion and develop-
ment. That potentiality has to be harnessed and brought to fruition.
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15. There should be a proper adjustment amongst these physical, meta-
physical, mundane, supra-mundane and spiritual utilisations.

In the spiritual endeavour towards individual and collective benevolence one
has to work in such a way that a proper parallelism and concord may be
maintained among the three crude, subtle and causal factors, as well as the
physical, mental and spiritual ones. For example, the society stands comm-
itted to satisfy the minimum necessities of every individual, but if the society,
goaded by the impulse of this responsibility, makes provision for the despatch
of food to every house, and builds a house apiece for everyone, then the
individual endeavour and activity will ebb and get retarded. People will
gradually become lazy. Therefore the society has to make provision so that
people, in exchange for their labour, as per capacity, may earn the requisite
money needed for the minimum necessities, and in order to raise the standard
of minimum necessities of people the best thing to do will be to enhance
their buying capacity.

The law of parallelism further stipulates that, while taking service from a
person who is physically, mentally and spiritually developed, the society
should follow a well balanced policy of equity and fair play. If only one of
the three endowments, physical, mental or spiritual, be found developed and
manifest in a person, the society shall take such service from him or her as
is suitable to that particular endowment or aptitude. If two endowments,
for instance physical and intellectual, are found sufficiently in a person,
the society shall follow a well balanced policy by taking from him or her
intellectual services in greater measure and physical services only sparingly,
for intellectual power is comparatively subtle and rare. If all the three endow-
ments are found in one person, the society shall make greater use of his or
her spiritual services, less of his or her intellectual ones and still less of his
or her physical ones. Those that have spiritual power are capable of doing
the greatest service to the cause of society. Next in order, that can be of
service to society, are those who have intellectual power. Those that have
only physical strength, though not unimportant, cannot do anything by
themselves. They toil at the instance of those who are endowed with spiritual
and intellectual powers. Hence social control should not be in the hands
of those that are only brawny, nor those that are only worldly-wise, but

it should be in the hands of those that are spiritual practitioners, intelligent
as well as brave.

16. The method of utilisation should vary in accordance with the changes

in time, space and person, and the utilisations should be of a progress-
ive nature.

The proper use of things varies as per time, place and person. Those who
do not understand this simple truth verily want to remain entombed with
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the catafalque of old conventions, and that is why they have no place in a
dynamic society. The petty national sense, territorial sense, the sense of
family prestige — such modes of mind keep people away from reality, and
that is why they are unable to recognise the simple truth sincerely and
unpretendingly, with the result that they are compelled to slink away to the

back stage after having done indescribable harm to their country and fellow
citizens.

Changes in the use of things must come as per time, place and person: a fact
that must be recognised, and recognising this fact one has to be progressive
in the practical use of every object, every idea. The strength of a person
that is being applied for the brandishing of a big hammer today should be
utilised for more than one hammer at a time through scientific research,
instead of consuming it with only one hammer. In other words, keeping
in view the idea of progress and advancement, while engaged in scientific
research, we have to take gradually greater and greater service from human
potentials. To use the tools and apparatus of the era of undeveloped science
in the era of developed science is by no means a sign of progress. The small
or big snags that may crop up and stand in the way of society as the result
of the use of developed tools and apparatus, ingredients and materials,
evolved through dynamic ideation and progressive imagination, must be faced
courageously, and through fights and clashes you have to march on to victory
— to the path of vindication of universalism, the cherished goal of your life.

17. This is a Progressive Utilisation Theory, published for the good and
happiness of all.
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
